Lets Talk Safety
This issues safety topic is how 
to set up a small first aid kit for 
your group or team. You do not
have to be a Paramedic to use a 
first aid kit for either yourself or 
your teammates. A simple kit 
can be made for very little 
money, and can be a lifesaver. 

Here is a list of items that 
should be in all kits; this is just 
a basic kit with no “extras”.

1) Band-aids several sizes
2) Roller gauze 1”or 2”
3) Bite Swab 
4) 4x4 gauze Pads
5) Rubber gloves
6) Tweezers
7) First aid cream
8) Hand disinfectant

Items such as medicines, allergy 
treatments, and things that a 
specific player may need such 
as contact solution may be 
added. You may want to have a 
couple of small kits to carry on 
the field and a larger one at your 
base.
